The Automated Office Skills Training (AOST) computer program is
designed to prepare students for employment in a computerized office
environment, incorporating work readiness skills, classroom instruction,
and internship opportunities.

Our Introduction to Computers in Spanish (ICS) program includes basic
computer operation, word processing, spreadsheets, web navigation, and e
-mail. It provides a vocational angle using resume creation and job-related
web searches to prepare students to find employment.

In addition, Arriba Juntos serves as a Microsoft Authorized Testing center
for the Microsoft Office Specialist Certification (MOSC) |, the only Micro-
soft approved program in the world for certifying proficiency in Microsoft.

Youth

Programs

The After School program allows elementary school children to complete
all of their homework with one -on-one assistance from tutors and partici-
pate in fun educational and recreational activities. Arriba Juntos extends
these services throughout the summer.

Arriba Juntos also provides the following comprehensive employment and
educational services to atrisk-youth: 1) The Basic Remedial Education
(BRE) program covers basic math, reading and critical thinking. 2) The
General Education Diploma (GED) preparation class offers students an
opportunity to receive guided tutoring to successfully complete the GED
test and receive their diploma. 3) The Computer Remedial Education
(CRE) program helps youth gain computer skills and technological literacy.

The Northwest Community Response Network (NCRN) is a collaborative
effort to reduce street-level violence in the Mission, Western Addition, and
SOMA/Tenderloin areas by providing street outreach, family support and
aftercare services through a 24hour crisis line.

Health Careers

Our Homecare training program prepares students to become caregivers and p!
vide support to elders or incapacitated individuals with activities of daily living nee
in their own homesln addition, the Certified Nurse Assistant/Certified Home
Health Aide (CNA/CHHA) training program is designed to prepare students
to provide health services to patients in long -term care facilities, hospitals and
private homes. After successful completion of the program, graduates are
eligible to take the state certification exam on-site.

The health careers program also includes aCardiopulmonary Resuscitation
(CPR) course to obtain the American Safety and Health Institute Certification,
which is valid for two years. In addition it offers Continuing Education Units
(CEUSs) that are required for the CNA license renewal.

English as a Second Language (ESL)

The English as a Second Language/ Vocational Immersion Program (ESL/
VIP), an intensive English language immersion program focuses on teaching
the vocabulary and cultural norms of the workplace and a work participation
component. Participants progress from the lowest level of language ability to a
workable knowledge of English, gaining familiarity with common workplace
terminology and an understanding of workplace culture.

In addition, our Evening Basic English as a Second Language (EBESL)classes
for beginning and intermediate learners cover listening comprehension, pro-
nunciation, grammar, vocabulary, reading and writing.

Our Complementary Services offer Adult Basic Education Skills (ABE) and
Limited English Proficiency (LEP), both provide a real world adult education
and a comprehensive approach to learning English combined with job readi-
ness and placements services. Students develop literacy and numeracy
through life -based scenarios and are encouraged to attain their GED in the
process.

The HomeWORC (Homeless People Working for Opportunity, Resource,
and Change) is an employment and training program for homeless and for-
merly homeless front-line staff and volunteers working in the homeless ser-
vices industry that provides them with the skills and knowledge to advance
into higher -level and better-paying positions.

The Rapid Response Program (RRP) aims to re-engage CalWORKS partici-
pants into the workforce by providing them with a one -month transitional
employment opportunity at Arriba Juntos and work readiness/life skills
preparation.
